BCOL 60295 (6652 cubic feet) was built 7/96 (after the Greenbrier purchase) with six welded corrugations on 
the ends, side ladders and a straight side sill with a notch, similar to the sills built by Gunderson. The jack pad 
is the typical Trenton version but without the notch along the edge. Note the incorporation of the wider side 
post in the third position - this is a Gunderson characteristic that has made its way into production (along with 
the straight side sill) at Trenton.

CP 216071 (5237 cubic feet) was built 7/98 with six welded corrugations, side ladders and a straight side sill 
with a notched jack pad and a wide third side post.

TR 411194 (7550 cubic feet) was built 9/99. This is a Gunderson Concarril design built by TrentonWorks. Note 
the lack of eaves wrapping over the side posts, but it does incorporate the TrentonWorks jack pad and builder’s 
logo. It also has seven welded corrugations, side ladders, a wide third side post and a straight side sill with a 
notch.

BNSF 760623 (7541 cubic feet) was built 12/99 with seven welded corrugations (taller car, Plate F), side 
ladders, a wide third post and a straight sill with a notch. BNSF opted for the unusual jack pad with the roping 
loop on this order.

KCS 129584 (7451 cubic feet) was built 4/00 with seven welded corrugations, side ladders, a wide third side 
post, a straight side sill with the combination jack pad/roping loop.
